• VETERANS’ RIGHTS – Examination 

scores are enhanced for veterans (disabled 

and non-disabled) who served in active duty 

during wartime and have been honorably 

discharged or released.

• DISABILITIES – Disabled applicants 

are exempt from the civil service examination 

process, when certified as impaired by 

physical or mental barriers for civil service 

employment. In Nassau County, ACCESS-VR 

certifies individuals.
